Genre

Folktales:  A folktale is a story passed on by word of mouth rather than by

       writing—therefore modified by retellings before being written


       down or recorded.  This genre includes:

myths, legends, fables, tall tales, fairytales




Fables:  a short story written to give a message or lesson.  Most characters





   are animals with human qualities, or a trickster.  There is no magic,





   but animals talk (Tortoise and the Hare).




Fairytales:  stories which are set in the past.  They usually begin with





 “Once Upon a Time . . .”  They have good and evil characters,

 royalty and/or a castle, magic happens, problem and a solution.                  Things often happen in threes or sevens, often have happy endings, and demonstrate important values (Cinderella, Snow White).
